i- Coordinate bilinguals have two separate systems of language.

j- Input (adult speech) affects the pace of L1 acquisition.
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2) Provide short definitions to the following terms. (5 marks)

a- pivot grammar is a grammar based on two grammatical classes of words, namely pivot (P) and open (O), to describe two-word utterances of children at an early stage of language development, from about 18 months to 2 years of age. Pivot refers to the central word used around which other words are implemented.
b- cleft palate is one of the most common birth defects. It is an opening or split in the roof of the mouth (palate) that results when facial structures which are developing in an unborn baby don't close completely. It causes nasal speaking voice and is sometimes associated with many inherited genetic conditions or syndromes.

c- lateralisation is the concept that both hemispheres of the brain are functionally different and that each hemisphere has functional specialisations, e.g., the left hemisphere is dominant for language.

d-  agrammatism is a key characteristic of Broca’s aphasia (non-fluent aphasia). It refers to the s’s inability to construct correct grammatical utterances. It is mainly marked by the absence of syntactic structures and omission of function words
e- developmental disorder: is a language impairment (deficiency) which manifests itself during the child’s process of acquisition of his/her first language. It is associated with no known sensory, neurological, intellectual, or emotional deficits . Generally, it is due to processing (dysfunction of brain/central nervous system) or affective problems which result in delays in mastering the language skills. 
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3) Write clear, comprehensive answers to the following questions.  (10 marks) 

a- What is meant by language processing in psycholinguistics?

 Language processing refers to the cognitive operations by which humans perceive, recognise, understand and remember sounds, words, and sentences. In other words, language comprehension and language production.

b- Why don’t compound bilinguals have problems with translation?

Compound bilinguals are those who have learnt two languages in the same environment and are able to use them concurrently or even interchangeably. There is no dividing line between both languages, and they both have no separate systems in the minds compound bilinguals. This provides the latter flexibility in using both languages–code-switching–very effectively; this is why compound bilinguals don’t have any problem with translation.

c- What is the basic concern of neurolinguistics? 
Neurolinguistics studies how language is represented in the brain, that is, how and where our brains store our knowledge of the language (or languages) that we speak, understand, read, and write, what happens in our brains as we acquire that knowledge, and what happens as we use it in our everyday lives. It investigates language-related problems through brain-damaged patients. 

d- In what way(s) does transcortical motor aphasia differ from transcortical sensory aphasia? 
Transcortical motor aphasia (TMA) differs from transcortical sensory aphasia (TSA) in a number of ways. TMA involves difficulty in speaking and producing spontaneous speech, with no problem in the comprehension of what others say. Conversely,  TSA involves difficulty in the comprehension of speech with intact ability to speak fluently. TMA is similar to Broca’s aphasia and the area damaged surrounds Broca’s area (speech area); TSA is similar to Wernicke’s aphasia and the area damaged surrounds Wernicke’s area (comprehension area).

e- Tic disorders are categorised according to three main criteria. Mention and explain them.
There are three criteria which guide the categorisation of tic disorders: 1) number of motor or vocal tics, 2) duration of tic disorder, and 3) age at onset of the disorder. The first criterion refers to whether there is a single tic, or tics are multiple, and whether or not tics are combined (both types). The second criterion checks whether tics have existed for more or less than one year. The third criterion is concerned with the age at which a tic disorder appears; principally, it should occur before the age of 18
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
