1-The point of View: (4pts).

There are two points of view in the novel:

a- The first person narrator: when the writer gives voice to Florens and her mother Minha mae. Through it the reader can grasp their thoughts and feelings.
b- The unknown third person omniscient narrator: This allows the writer to give insight to the reader about the sounds of the time. We see it when the writer explains the background of the salves as well as the Vaarks, …
2-The Characterization of Florens: (8pts).
· Florens was taken to Vaark’s plantation as a result of a debt settlement between D’Ortega and Jacob Vaark.

· She is the product of her mother’s rape.

· At the beginning, Florens connects life to love only.

Therefore, she reaches a new vision about slavery. That slavery is something inside and the liberation comes first from inside. 
· By the end of the novel, Florens becomes a free literate and self-confident woman.

· Therefore, Florens is a dynamic character who undergoes a change by the end. 

· The message of the writer is for the woman to reconsider her identity first and achieve her freedom through learning.

3-Foreshadow: (4pts).
· On p.84, Florens had a dream in which the description of the trees, their leaves and fruits is very positive and unusual. They suggest life and peace. And this is what Florens will reach in the future. That is her life will change in the future.
