At the semi-structured stage, I will have an agenda of the questions/issues but the data that I intend to gather at this stage is restricted to the illumination of these issues. In other words, to see how these questions, or type of observation is relevant to my research. If not, I can adopt another relevant process.
At the structured stage, I start the operational/real observation because I now depend on the information that I have gathered in Stages one and two. I now know what I am looking for in advance, and the categories under investigation have been worked out previously.
